Aboagye Menyeh is an Associate Professor of Physics, and currently the Provost of the College of Science, Kwame Nkrumah University of Science and Technology (KNUST), Kumasi, Ghana. He obtained his B.Sc.(Hons) degree in Physics from KNUST in 1980, M.Sc. (1987) and PhD (1995) degrees from the University of Newcastle upon Tyne, both under the sponsorship of the Commonwealth Scholarships Commission in the U.K. His research interests include rock and mineral magnetism, environmental geophysics and, geophysical exploration for groundwater and mineral deposits using the electrical, magnetic and electromagnetic methods. He has made several presentations at national and international conferences and also has to his credit, quite a number of scientific publications in reputable international journals. He has considerable experience in university administration, having served on the University Council, on several university boards and committees as well as serving as the Dean of the Faculty of Science (2000-2004), and as the foundation Provost of the College of Science, KNUST, since 2004.
